By the end of the lesson, students will be able to:

· Produce a bubble diagram to represent spatial relationships of rooms
· Organize rooms based on a “program”
· Create architectural letters without the use of tools
· Mass a building with consideration to its architectural character
· Mass a building with consideration to its site location

Bubble Plan Checklist

1. Room relationships are met:

2. Kitchen adjacent to Dining

3. Dining adjacent to Living

4. Living adjacent to Entry

5. Bedrooms adjacent to Secondary Bathrooms

6. Bedrooms must allow for egress (windows)

7. Living should allow for egress and feature window(s)

8. Garage faces front

9. Secondary bedrooms are clustered. Master Suite in the cluster is up to you.
10. Stairs in a location to distribute people logically from downstairs to upstairs

11. Entry location authentic to character

12. Rooms to front of house can hold doors and windows needed to make character authentic

13. Master Suite includes Master Bedroom, walk-in closet and private bathroom. Bubble size: WIC + MBA = Master Bed
14. Sizes of bubbles represent proportional sizes of rooms

15. Free-circle technique used to create bubbles.

16. Arrows for travel paths

17. No Hallway bubbles

18. Solid, thick line around bubble plan to show massing allows authentic character to be created.

19. Your name and Character in Architectural lettering at bottom of sheet

20. Bubble Plan for first floor should “line-up” with second floor. They don’t have to be the same area, but stairs and common exterior walls should line up.
