LESSON PLAN INTERIOR DESIGN

Subject: Revit Doors and Windows

Student Performance Objective:

By the end of the lesson, students will be able to:

· Load Revit families
· Find families in the Revit Library
· Load multiple families
· Utilize witness lines to place objects
· Change “types’
· Place doors and windows
· Equally space windows

· Differentiate between type and instance parameters

· Create a custom “type” of window and door

· Explain why changing the size of a door or window type without duplicating it creates problems with the BIM model.

How will student be evaluated and what methods will be used to measure competency?

Students will place doors, windows and an interior wall in the practice building. Teacher will walk the classroom to ensure students have walls created to proper size.

Anticipatory Set: (Describe the introduction or hook you will use to get students involved in the lesson).

· Explain advantages of BIM in placing architectural objects: how they show in all relevant views, schedule, design flexibility.
Instructional Component: (include type of lesson and major concepts to be covered)

· Demonstrate loading families
· Demonstrate placing doors and windows with temporary dimensions and witness lines.
· Demonstrate creating a new “type”.
· Demonstrate issues with changing the size of a type parameter and the dander to the model if done without thought.

Check for Understanding or Guided Practice:

· Students will properly place doors and windows. Teacher will walk the classroom to ensure students have properly placed doors and windows.

Independent Practice:

· Students will properly place doors and windows in the practice model.
Closure:

· Students will use shell of building for next step: plan region, floors, ceilings 
· BIM process/advantage will be highlighted by showing elevation and 3D views. 
· Review of typical novice user errors.

Revit Tutorial book, Revit software, classroom control software or overhead projector.
