Student Performance Objective:

By the end of the lesson, students will be able to:

· Create a Building Section
· Control crop region of  section in Plan View
· Change “Title on Sheet” as a graphic override to Browser “View Name”.
· Control crop region of  section in Section View
· Place section views on sheet and apply proper sheet annotation

· Create a Wall Section
· Change Display Level in a view

· Identify the link between the sheets and the “smart” Section tag on the Floor Plan view.

How will student be evaluated and what methods will be used to measure competency?

Students will create Section Views of the practice building. Teacher will walk the classroom to ensure students have created the views properly.

Anticipatory Set: (Describe the introduction or hook you will use to get students involved in the lesson).

· Explain advantages of cutting “Section Views” of a building (clarifying the construction of a building)
Instructional Component: (include type of lesson and major concepts to be covered)

· Demonstrate creating a building section (vs wall and detail sections)
· Demonstrate placing section views on a sheet
· Demonstrate “Title on Sheet” and explain the concept of keeping the Project Browser legible.
· Demonstrate cropping a section in plan and section views
· Show how “smart” section tags change once views are placed on sheets.
· Demonstrate placing the same view on multiple sheets and the error that follows.
Check for Understanding or Guided Practice:

· Students will create sheets for the Building and Wall Sections. Teacher will walk the classroom to ensure students have properly created section views and that they are placed on properly annotated sheets.

Independent Practice:

· Students will create building and wall sections.
· Students will place views on the sheets to assigned scales.
Closure:

· Students will use building for next step: placing content
· BIM process/advantage will be highlighted by showing section marks on floor plan, sheet data in project Browser, and information in Title bar. 
· Review of typical novice user errors.
