LESSON PLAN DESIGN

Subject: Sketching

Student Performance Objective:

By the end of the unit, students will be able to:

· Sketch a two-dimensional part in proportion
· Letter to industry standards
· Utilize proper lineweights
· Sketch reasonable straight and parallel lines without tools

· Sketch circles and arcs using the “free-circle” technique

· Revise sketches when industry standards are not met
How will student be evaluated and what methods will be used to measure competency?

Students will complete two dimensional technical sketches. Sketches will be graded on industry standard application of proportion, lettering, and line-weights. 
Anticipatory Set: (Describe the introduction or hook you will use to get students involved in the lesson).

· Introduce how ideas are exchanged between client and designer in atypical settings, creating the need for sketching. 

Instructional Component: (include type of lesson and major concepts to be covered)

· Lesson will be a demonstration of producing a proportional sketch (with class).

· Demonstrate techniques to aid in control of pencil.

· Demonstrate gothic lettering.
· Demonstrate lineweight control with .5 and .7 pencils
· Demonstrate free-circle technique.
Check for Understanding or Guided Practice:

· Students will sketch technical part along with teacher, in steps as part of a demonstration.
Independent Practice:

· Students will independently create sketches of selected parts with increasing levels of geometric complexity..
Closure:

· Students will receive corrected sketches indicating where they did not meet industry standards. They will revise (if necessary), and turn in again for a second evaluation. The industry standard “revision” process will be highlighted.

Sketch paper, pencil,  teacher camera system with 3 TV's.
